CASPA REPORT Carol Johnsen

Expurgation of "hate/slur" words 
Much discussion has appeared on social media in opposition to the expurgation, over the
past months, but it appears that it will eventually become part of tournament play across
most of the world.  The World English Speaking Players' Association (WESPA) is set to
make an announcement on when it will be adopting CSW21.  It is expected to be 1
January 2022. 

WESPA will be releasing an initiation kit shortly and it is noted that the Collins website with
its official word check is already using CSW21 noting that it is endorsed by WESPA.

Scopely Scrabble Go implemented the changes a couple of months ago with no warning
and I have been advised that there has not been too much opposition to that happening.
The adjudication and game apps Woogles, Zyzzyva, ULU and Xerafin will be updated to
reflect the changes.  It is not known what ISC will be doing.   I am unsure as to whether
CSW19 will be allowed as the word source in any or all of these apps..

Collins has not advised as to whether hard copies of CSW21 will be made available.  With
only 400+ words involved, the publisher may consider it is not worth printing hard copies
until the next updated edition is due in 2024.  A list of slur words researched by an
American committee when comparing CSW19 and CSW21 was published in the June
edition of Across the Board.

Australian Masters / State Challenge & Trans Tasman
In light of the lockdowns and restrictions within States across Australia, we are sorry to advise
that this year's Masters / State Challenge 2021 which was being held on September 11-12 in
Bankstown, NSW is cancelled.

“The new edition of Collins Scrabble Words (CSW21) will be effective for

tournament play starting January 1, 2022. Any WESPA-organized events, in
person or online, after that date will use the updated list. A CSW21 Initiation
Kit is being prepared for distribution soon to assist players in the transition. 

All application developers who have licensed the Collins Scrabble Words 
list for use in their apps, websites, and tools have been contacted with 
the new list, and should complete updates before this date. Publication 
of a paper edition will follow at a later date.  National associations should
prepare implementation of the list for local events as soon as practicable
after this date.”
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Australian Capital Territory
AGM
The ASPA ACT AGM was held on Saturday,
July 24, 2021, at the Woden Southern Cross
Club, Phillip. Congratulations to the following
members who were elected to the new
committee: John Hamilton (President); Owen
Randall (Treasurer); Arlene Williams
(Secretary/Public Officer); Terry Horan
(Recreational Players Representative); and
Vincent Nguyen (Tournament Players
Representative). Some of the more interesting
points coming out of the meeting that might
be of general interest: 

• The New Zealand-Australia travel bubble
has recently closed. John explained the
plans for the Trans-Tasman tournament to
still go ahead; however, this will be reviewed
closer to the date. John Hamilton pointed
out the possibility of New Zealanders being
able to attend the event but some members
of the Australian team being unable to! 

• Mattel has stated that words deemed
offensive and/or hate speech should be
removed from the dictionary. At the time of
the AGM, a proposed date of January 1,
2022, had been made for the new dictionary
– however, no official list of deletions is yet
available. Many people stated that what
words are or aren’t offensive are subjective
and found the changes unnecessary. Most
agreed that ASPA ACT should make no
decision whether or not to accept the new
word list until more information is received
from Mattel and WESPA. No vote (either
formal or informal) was taken on the
wordlist. However, the committee will
consult with membership on the matter
when more details become available. 

• In the last twelve months, four new
members have joined ASPA ACT but (in
common with most Scrabble clubs) it is a
constant crusade to find new members.
Many suggestions came out of the meeting
to promote the game: advertising in a
Canberra weekly magazine; flyers in
community centres; bus or light rail
advertising (expensive); school Scrabble;
and public events. John emphasised that

promoting the game is not just promoting
tournament play but should also cater for
people not interested in competing through
club play and other events. The new
committee will look at these options and
continue to try and promote the game in the
next twelve months. 

Tournament Roundup
The ACT Winter Open was run on June 26,
2021, at the Griffin Centre in Civic. Because of
late dropouts, we only had nine players (thus
just the one division). Noel Barrett won top
position with John Hamilton in second place
and Ronnie Bennett in third.

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New South Wales
Tournament Roundup
Despite the Sydney COVID lockdown, four
tournaments happened in New South
Wales over the last quarter, all in May and
June, and each in a different geographical
area.

Club Affiliation

It is important to note that we are making
every effort to ensure our members have
some way of enjoying the game from our
Association - and highlights the importance of
being a member in these challenging times.

Last year, we took steps to provide our
members with a multi platform approach to
Scrabble events, recognising that we all play
our Scrabble in different ways.

The Youth Scrabble scene in Australia
continues to be dominated by players from
NSW. Of the 34 nationally listed junior
players who have recently played rated
tournaments, 28 are located in NSW, with
most of those having an association with
the Cabramatta Public School Scrabble
Club. 

Of note, the Lam brothers, Alex and Jeffery
continue to show improvement. Jeffery, the
younger of the two, still maintains the national
record for high game (710), high margin (487)
and high word (ANTIQUES, 293) which occurred
at the OITOO on 5th January. Ronnie Bennett
(ACT) retains his position as the highest rated
junior in the country with a national rating of
1559 (43rd nationally) at time of writing.

The 6th Interschool Scrabble Tournament
(Battle of the Brains) was due to be held in Term
3 but had to be postponed until Term 4. We
have interest from a number of Sydney schools,
supported by Scrabble NSW volunteers. We
have also received an expression of support
from Mattel Australasia for 2022. As a goodwill
gesture, Mattel has provided us with 24 new
Scrabble sets for this years' event. We look
forward to working collaboratively with Mattel
as we plan our activities for next year. 

The 2021 WESPA Youth Cup has gone online
for the 2nd time, hosted again by the Pakistan
Scrabble Association. Australia/New Zealand
was offered 6 spots in the original quota.
Scrabble New Zealand declined to submit any
candidates this year, but have expressed

interest in running a Trans-Tasman Youth
Qualifier event next year to determine the best
young players from both sides of the Tasman
to represent their countries. Some players and
countries dropped out resulting in our quota
being extended from 6 to 8. The 8 chosen
representatives from Australia, in ratings order,
are Ronnie Bennett (ACT), Alex Lam (NSW),
Jeffery Lam (NSW), Asher Chhabra (NSW),
Patrick Huynh (NSW), Ashwin Page (QLD),
Raymond Tri (NSW) and Vinh Nguyen (NSW). 

Juniors in NSW who would like to participate in
their first rated tournament are encouraged to
enter an OITOO (Out In The Open Open).
These events are typically held on the first
Tuesday of each school holiday - except for the
summer holidays where it is held early January.
People in other states interested in introducing
juniors to rated tournaments are directed to
their relevant state committee who will assist in
recommending an appropriate tournament.

A recent online development is the Australian
Koalas Club on Woogles. This is an online
space which allows junior players from across
the country to connect, chat and play games
of Scrabble with each other. Entry to the room
is by invitation only. If you're interested in
finding out more, please contact me.

When I left school, my Dad signed me up
for an apprenticeship in his trade, printing.
I never worked under him but he taught me
a lot about our side of the trade. We were
called COMPOSITORS or COMPS for short.

Over time, I became a Layout Artist, Type
Assembler, Typesetter, Desktop Publisher,
landing on Graphic Artist today. Basically the
same thing, but these changes came about as
technology moved on.

When I was INDENTURED at the company that
printed The Financial Times in London, across
the road from St Paul’s Cathedral, there were
still guys who spoke in point size not in
number but in name and they were seemingly
random in size. So, 6pt was NONPAREIL
(pronounced NOMPRUL by comps) 8pt
BREVIER, 9pt, BOURGEOIS, 10pt LONG
PRIMA, 12pt PICA (a survivor today). And
these were only approximate comparisons. 

By necessity, typesetting and printing had to
be generally under the one roof. Hot Metal
type was mainly lead, with added tin and
ANTIMONY to give smoothness and hard
wearing properties, so it was heavy. 

There were a few different methods, hand
typesetting in a STICK where each STAMP

(letter or space) was picked out of a lower and
upper case, and those terms also survive
today. Justifying each line meant varying the
width of each space, EM being a space the
same as the point size and EN being a space
half the point size and thinner spaces and
their incremental combinations. EMS were
called MUTTONS in long hand, sometimes
QUADS or QUADRATS and ENS were called
NUTS also in long hand.

The height of all printing surfaces was .918 of
an inch (a bit over 23mm) which is exactly the
diameter of the British SHILLING coin.

Then there was MONO where a casting
machine molded each stamp and created
stories line by line. And that was driven by
punched paper tape created in another room
by keyboard, both very noisy rooms.

Then came LINOTYPE, used extensively in
newspapers. The operator all but sat in the
things which were monstrous, but very
effective when it came to churning out lots of
product. Newspapers had rows of the things.
The Sydney Morning Herald where I worked
for a while had a team of 8 mechanics on call
at peak time. Each machine had a dedicated
typeface (FONT or FOUNT) and type size. The

keyboard layout was very different to QWERTY
which we use on modern computers.

Headlines were either set in moveable type or
on a machine called a Ludlow which injected
molten lead into a mold  (I still have a scar on
my wrist from a “squirt” of lead which clung to
me way back in the ’70s).

All the pages were IMPOSED in a CHASE (steel
rectangular frame) with sometimes 16 pages
and all the furniture, spacers and finally the
QUOINS to lock it all up on the STONE. 
It was PLANED down to make sure nothing
was sticking up. Lifted slightly to make sure
nothing dropped down then sometimes three
men (in a male dominated trade) would lift the
FORME as the finished article was called onto
a transport device, wheeled into the lift and
down to the machine room and onto the
printing press. I reckon some formes would
weigh in excess of 50 kg.

Of course, sometimes things didn’t go
according to plan and the whole thing would
fall apart, (half way out of the lift was most
dramatic) and that was called PIE.
Once on the press, another proof would be
taken and sent to the proof readers. The
Reading Room in large companies had pairs
of people checking proofs, the senior Proof
Reader and the Copy Holder, usually an
apprentice or someone who had fallen foul of
management. Overseen by an OVERSEER
looking down from a raised desk. 

If changes were to be made – a machine
revise – then some unlucky compositor or
apprentice would load up with a case of type,
necessary tools and the proof and sometimes
spend the next two days inside a printing
press fiddling with lines of type.

If it was, say, a legal document rather than a
magazine then Linotype was used and much
quicker to correct as the machine revise
person had just the corrected lines of type
(SLUG) and a BODKIN to lift an old line and
replace it.

Whatever the end result, one emerged from
the machine room covered in ink, happy to
see daylight again.

Where movable type had been used, a lot of
the rarer fonts would have been purchased
from a type FOUNDRY so they needed to be
replaced back in their case when the job had

been printed. This was called DISSING which
was the reverse of setting. It was an
unpopular task which they taught at the
London School of Printing and legend has it
that compositor students would put the type
in their pockets and dump it into the River
Thames from Blackfriars Bridge.

Compositors had to read upside down and
mirror reversed and getting the stamps into
their correct spot in the type case involved
spotting the difference between lower case
bdpq. The origins of “Mind your Ps and Qs” is
said to have stemmed from this skill.

Through a trade agreement and tradition,
there was an annual printers’ picnic called a
WAYZGOOSE or BEANO. The ones I went on
involved sitting on a coach for hours, lots of
drinking then a 2 day hangover.

It was a trade steeped in tradition but also one
with lots of dangers and health hazards,
hearing impairment, exposure to dangerous
chemicals … and everybody smoked on the
job, either actively or passively. 

The printing trade has changed a lot and in
many ways, and was at the cutting edge of
new technology. The methods overlapped as
that technology took over bringing new
phrases and new uses of existing words.
Typing onto gloss paper and the correction
methods gave us “Cut and Paste”. 

For a while, photographic material
manufacturers ruled the roost, supplying high
end cameras and scanners and the
consumables such as film and chemicals.

Then gradually compositors retrained to
become digital operators, (or got jobs
elsewhere). Files could be transmitted direct
to plate for printing and that still exists today.
But for short run jobs there are digital printers
where each copy can differ slightly to the
previous copy. 

I have watched many regular publications
cease their print run and go digital, and even
abandoning a downloaded file in favour of a
website. 

My Dad told me that being a compositor,
would ensure me a job for life. Nine years after
I finished my (6 year) apprenticeship I no
longer handled lead type (hot metal).

But my view is that we still have a long way to
go before we abandon ink on paper.
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In the March 2017 ATB I inducted four multimillionaires who scored 2,000,000 or more
points in tournament play. I updated this study in the March 2020 ATB to add another two
players, taking my illustrious group up to six.

But what about the remaining 99% of our tournament players, or roughly 90% if 1,000,000
points is our threshold instead? Are they moving closer towards these milestones? To what
extent are players dropping off our rating list and are new players taking their place?

By comparing snapshots of our rating list that I took in January 2017 and January 2020 it is
possible to answer some of these questions as shown in the following table:

Players in January 2017 Rating List                                                         53

Add:     New Players added to the 2020 Rating List                                            157

Less:    Players from 2017 not in the 2020 Rating List                                        230

Players in January 2020 Rating List                                                             580

The total number of rated players between my two “Rich List” rating snapshots fell by 73, or
just under 4% per year. 

Historical State membership records kept by CASPA show similar long-term percentage
declines.

During these three years we added 157 new players (24% growth or about 8% per year) but for
numerous reasons, some of which (like death or infirmity) State Associations have no control
over,  230 rated players from 2017 were no longer active in 2020 (35% decline or some 12% per
year).

Since then our rating list dropped to around 330 players in March 2021 as COVID-19 prevented
all States from holding tournaments for periods varying from 3 to 9 months, but players
automatically dropped off this list if they have not played a ratable event in the last 12 months. 

Our rating list currently has 416 players, but still well down from January 2020 pre COVID-19
numbers. The following table shows the number of years ago they entered their first
tournament. Interestingly, for 115 (almost 30%) of these players it was 1998 (when our archives
began) or earlier.

The advertising slogan for our upcoming Australian Census is “Every stat tells a story”, however
opinions will differ on the relevance of the stats I’ve collected, the best way to present them and
the story they actually tell.
